“Organizations that build on continuing learning in jobs will dominate the twenty-first century.” (Drucker, 1992, p. 108)

The twenty-first century?  You bet! Eight years already into this century.  So what?  Well, if you are a parent of an elementary school child, you need to know that the twenty first century brought many changes and challenges, even in educational systems.  In order to meet these challenges, schools must be involved in a continuous improvement process.

School Improvement - What Is It?

It is an effort geared to making fundamental changes in how a school operates. School improvement initiatives address the entire school or school system; put student achievement at the center of improvement activities; focus on aligning performance standards, instruction, and assessment; and involve people, or stakeholders, at all levels of the educational system—district, school, and classroom. 

Why Does It Matter?

True change involves changing attitudes, habits, and the school’s culture, all of which depend on strong leadership, a shared vision, and an environment of trust, collaboration, and learning with a continuous focus on student learning.  The school improvement process is more effective when a school functions as a Professional Learning Community or PLC.  In September 2008, the faculty and staff at LIS initiated the steps for establishing a Professional Learning Community or PLC.   

Attributes of a Professional Learning Community

1. Supportive and shared leadership, 

2. Collective creativity, 

3. Shared values and vision, 

4. Supportive conditions, and 

5. Shared personal practice. 

Last month, the principal, faculty, staff and a parent representative met again to review our mission statement.  We did this by looking at mission statements from other schools and by sharing ideas.  This is our newly revised mission statement:
